Dear Glen Lakers,
The 2009 summer season is nearly upon us and already there are many important items on the Association’s agenda:

(1) 2009 Membership: Please find enclosed the 2009 membership application. The new two-page application has been revised to clarify the form and provide information on membership types. Your membership in the GLPA is your voice in the management of our lake. In addition to your annual dues, please contribute to the Lake Maintenance Fund. Since the proposed Tax District will not be in place this year (see below), your Lake Maintenance contribution is especially important in order for the Association to be able to continue to manage the lake. Bring applications and payments to the meeting or mail to the GLPA at P.O. Box 4135, Queensbury, NY  12804.
(2) Renovate treatment slated for late spring or early summer to control milfoil regrowth: In March you received a Letter of Notification for a proposed herbicide treatment to control the regrowth of Eurasian Milfoil in selected portions of the lake. While the Sonar treatment last summer was extremely successful (99% control), small patches of robust regrowth were noted around the inlet. To control this regrowth and the reinfestation of milfoil in the lake, the GLPA applied for a permit with the NYSDEC to spot treat up to 20 acres with the herbicide Renovate. This product is ideal because it can be used to treat small areas with very minor impacts to native plants. The inlet and perhaps other small areas are slated for treatment as early in the season as possible. To find out more about the proposed treatment, please attend the May meeting. 

(3) Tax District Update: Over the winter, Mike O’Keefe and I met with members of the Queensbury Town Board to initiate the Map, Plan, and Report section of the Glen Lake Aquatic Plant Management tax district. (This was decided by unanimous vote of the Membership at the October 2009 meeting.) The final issue to be resolved was the level of Town annual contribution to the district. Unfortunately, Town Board members did not reach a consensus on an annual monetary contribution. In order to resolve this issue a percentage of off-lake users needs to be determined this summer. This means that no tax district will be in place for 2009-2010 and, therefore, no management funding. We will continue to work with the Town this year. As noted above, the Association will need to rely on voluntary Lake Maintenance funds to continue yearly water quality studies, aquatic plant surveys, and any further management projects.
(4) SEPTIC PUMP OUT GRANT: The Glen Lake Protective Association, in conjunction with Warren County Soil & Water Conservation, has received a Septic Pump Out Grant for 2009. This grant will allow lake residents to get their septic systems pumped out at up to half of the regular cost. All residents who participate in the program will receive: 1) a septic system pump out, 2) a water conservation package, and 3) septic system and water quality education.  This is an excellent opportunity to gain insight into the quality and condition of your septic systems and protect the water quality of Glen Lake. 

A letter explaining the program will be mailed out in April to all property owners within 300' of the lake. Information on the program and a reply card will be enclosed. Please return the reply card to the Warren County Soil & Water Conservation office as soon as possible so the program can begin by late May. The Warren County Soil and Water District manager will contact those who reply to set up appointments.  
Residents who participate in this program will receive up to fifty per cent reimbursement of the fee charged for the clean out.  A fee for a typical 1000 gallon tack clean out will be approximately $75 after reimbursement.  The fee will be adjusted for larger systems or other variables such as accessibility to the septic system.
A representative from Warren County Soil & Water Conservation will attend our May meeting to give a presentation on the grant and answer questions. If you have any questions now, please call Ken Minges, chairperson of the Environmental Committee (792-5783).
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Please,
Do NOT Feed the Geese and Ducks: Feeding the waterfowl is bad for them because it breaks up their natural migration patterns, their kin/mating groups, and creates dependency upon humans. It is also bad for us because they mess our lakefront areas and create bacteria which can spur swimmer’s itch. 

Do NOT Use Fertilizers: 90% of fertilizers wash into the lake, which only feed the weeds and cause further deterioration of the water quality. Instead, plant natural vegetation buffers along your shorelines. This will reduce nutrient runoff and deter the waterfowl from coming ashore.
