The herbicide spot treatment to control Eurasian Milfoil is scheduled for Wednesday, June 10.  Residents within ½ mile of treatment area(s) need to follow the water use restrictions:

· Taking water from the lake for drinking is restricted until concentrations are less than 50 parts per billion.  Water tests will determine the concentrations.  It takes roughly two (2) week to achieve this level.  Effected residents will be notified when <50ppb is achieved.

· Renovate may harm broadleaf land and garden plants.  Refrain from using lake for watering plants for the 120 day post-treatment period.
Proposed spot treatment areas include:

· Around the inlet at Ash Drive and Canterbury Lane
· Possibly other areas as determined by the applicator on the day of the treatment
* Postings will be placed along the shoreline on the day of the herbicide application noting treatment locations and water use restrictions *

GLEN LAKE SEPTIC PUMP OUT: Everyone within 300’ of the lake should have received a letter from Warren County Soil & Water Conservation asking if you would participate in the Septic Pump Out 2009.  Information on the program and a reply card were enclosed. All residents who participate in the program will receive up to fifty percent reimbursement of the fee charged for the clean out.  A fee for a typical 1000 gallon tack clean out will be approximately $75 after reimbursement.  The fee will be adjusted for larger systems or other variables such as accessibility to the septic system.  Residents will also receive a water conservation kit and educational materials.

Please return the reply card to the Warren County Soil & Water Conservation office as soon as possible so the program can begin by early June. The Warren County Soil and Water District manager will contact those who reply to set up appointments.  If you have any questions, please call Ken Minges, chairperson of the Environmental Committee, at 792-5783. This is an excellent opportunity to gain insight into the quality and condition of your septic systems and protect the water quality of Glen Lake.
